Overview
The Administration Program Area includes statewide elected officials, commissions, and state agencies. They provide policy direction and core central services to agencies. The core central services provided include:
· Directing state operations and ensuring accountability of public officials and agencies. 

· Managing elections and tax collections activities. 

· Regulating the sale of alcoholic beverages. 

· Working to eliminate social barriers due to race and gender. 

Recommended Budget
The Governor’s recommended budget is $4,520,433,244 total funds. This is a 14.4 percent increase over the 1999-2001 Legislatively Approved Budget.
Key elements of the 2001-03 Governor’s Recommended Budget include:
· The Employment Relations Board will eliminate one hearings officer due to insufficient revenue. The Board will also eliminate a support services supervisor supported by the General Fund. These resources will be allocated to information technology, travel, and facilities rental. 

· The Oregon State Library will maintain current services including Ready-to-Read grants at $1 per child per year. 

· The Oregon Liquor Control Commission will add staff to small regional field offices to increase compliance efforts. Three liquor stores will be added. The budget also funds enhancements to the retail system that would allow liquor store agents to submit merchandise orders and sales statistics electronically to the Commission. 

· The four advocacy commissions maintain a General Fund appropriation at the current service level. The Other Funds expenditure limitation for all the commissions, with the exception of the Commission on Black Affairs, is increased to expand services. 

· The Racing Commission will continue to receive results from electronic wagering "Hubs." These hubs allow people to place wagers on simulcast races. The budget gives the Commission the flexibility to use hub revenue proceeds for the benefit of racetracks in the state. This will benefit state and county fair race meets. 

· The Secretary of State will add $3.5 million and four positions for a technology initiative to upgrade and enhance a variety of systems. The budget also requests $700,000 General Fund to accommodate the cost of a two-volume voters pamphlet. 

· The Capital Planning Commission will add funding for several technology improvements. 

· The Government Standards and Practices Commission will continue at current service levels. 

· Technology improvements will allow the Department of Revenue to reallocate 50 clerical positions to income and cigarette tax compliance duties. As a result, the agency will increase revenues transferred to the General Fund by $20.8 million, to the Oregon Health Plan by $3.9 million, and to tobacco use reduction activities by $0.3 million. Cigarette tax revenues distributed to cities, counties, and elderly and disabled transportation programs will increase by $0.2 million each. The Department has also added assessor staff in the Industrial and Utility Valuation section to provide more timely valuation of large industrial and centrally assessed utility properties. 

· The Department of Administrative Services (DAS) budget includes the planned construction and maintenance of new state buildings and statewide technology projects. In addition, DAS is focusing on strengthening its ability to serve as the central administrative agency for state government. 

· The Public Employees Retirement System (PERS) will add staff to handle increased workload. The number of public workers who will be retiring continues to rise. The agency has completed the planning phase of reengineering and replacing the retirement management system. PERS will begin the actual construction of the new system late in the 1999-2001 biennium. 

Other Adjustments
The Secretary of State is an elected, constitutional official. The Governor does not have budget authority for this agency. The law, however, requires the Governor to submit a balanced budget for the state. For this reason, the recommended budget reduces the Secretary of State budget request by $2,305,103 General Fund.

This reduction brings the agency’s budget to 2.4 percent below its initial current service level estimate. Any other adjustments were made from that level. The Governor’s recommended budget proposes the same average reduction from current service level for the rest of state government.

This adjustment is not a recommendation on the specific elements of the agency’s budget. The full budget request is shown in the agency summary in this document. This is the request that the 2001 Legislature will consider.
